INDEX TO CITIES AND TOWNS

2 Almost miraculously, Nevada’s somber deserts spring to
life when water is added. This artesian supply, tapped successfully
in northern Humboldt County in 1958, produces bountiful seed
erops. Deep wells hold great promise for many other parts of

the state.

3 Most popular state park judging by the number of visitors
who flock in annually is the Valley of Fire. Northeast of Las Vegas,
not far from Lake Mead, the park is noteworthy for its strange
red and yellow rock formations. The park is equipped for pic-

nickers and campers.

5 Since it first erupted from a drilled well 43 years ago,
the Gerlach (or Fly Ranch) Geyser has built up an ever-larger
mantle of colorful carbonates. The unusual formation is to be
found 22 miles north of Gerlach in Washoe County,

4 Beowawe's geyser field is remarkable for the fact that,
second only to Yellowstone, it is the largest in the United States.
Located south of 1T, 8, 40 in Eureka County, the geysers and hot
pools are in an arex which may eventually be tapped for steam.

© Not too well known is the fact that Nevada is one of the
few iron producing states of the nation. This mine near Lovelock
in Pershing County is one of several similar operations in the
state in which rich ore is taken from surface pits.

7 One of the most readily accessible, therefore best known,
of Nevada's ghost towns is Rhyolite, west of Beatly near one of
the Nevada entrances to Death Vallev. The old town's most
curious feature is house constructed of whole bottles and adohe,

8 Queen of the eastern Nevada ghost towns, Hamilton in
White Pine County declined to nothingness after the boom days
of the sixties and seventies, Hamilton may be reached by taking
an unimproved road south from U.S. 50 about 32 miles west of
Ely. Local inquiry is advised hefore taking this road.
