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Nellis Blvd. Avenue Reconstruction Project
Frequently Asked Questions 
 
1. What are the project improvements?  
This important road improvement project will repave Nellis Blvd. between Tropicana Ave. and Las Vegas Blvd.  for a smoother and safer drive. Improved sidewalk ramps and more easily-accessible pedestrian push buttons will also be added to enhance pedestrian safety and mobility.

A concrete road surface will be added at the heavily-traveled Nellis Blvd. and Sarah Ave. intersection for additional durability and longevity.  In addition, roadway drainage improvements will be made as part of NDOT’s dedication to preserving the quality of stormwater crossing state roadways.

2. What is the project schedule?   
Engineers are in the process of preliminary design with final design anticipated in Fall 2019.  After design is complete, the project will progress to the construction phase.  The earliest construction will take place is Spring 2020.   

3. What are the traffic impacts during construction? 
· Utility installations will be the first phase of construction and may include sidewalk closures, lane closures and demolition.
· Roadway improvements will require lane closures and minor detours.  The project team anticipates constructing one side of the roadway at a time.  One lane in each direction of Nellis Blvd. will remain open. 
· At least one access to each business will remain available during business hours.

4. What is the project cost and how is it being funded? 
The total project cost – including construction, design, permitting, and construction management – is approximately $17 million, primarily funded with state dollars. 

5. What utility improvements and impacts are expected?
Several of the utilities along the project corridor will be upgraded during construction. The project team is working closely with all utilities and partner agencies including, AT&T, CenturyLink, Charter, Verizon, Cox Communications, Las Vegas Valley Water District, NV Energy, Southwest Gas, the City of Las Vegas, Clark County, and RTC.  Construction operations will be combined whenever possible to minimize impacts to customers and reduce traffic closures.  In the event of an outage or service disruption, customers will receive a written notice at least 72 hours in advance and personal contact/notification at least 48 hours prior to service disruption.
