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OTHER TRAILS The Goose Creek-Humboldt Emigrant Trail
with its main forks along the Truckee and Carson Rivers was
the most used route. The Bidwell-Bartleson Trail was the
route of the first emigrant party to cross the state. That
group had to abandon its wagons in eastern Nevada and
pack through to California. The Donner Trail, as it became
known after the disaster of the Donner party in reaching
California, was actually the so-called Salt Lake Cutoff.
